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I. EARLY ADMISSION PROCEDURE – KINDERGARTEN

A. Criteria for Early Admission to Kindergarten

1. Children considered will be five (5) years of age between September 1 and November 1.

2. Children considered must obtain a standard score of 125 or higher on the Wechsler Preschool and Primary Scale of Intelligence-Third Edition.

3. Children considered must demonstrate advanced academic readiness and social-emotional development.

B. Procedure

1. Parents contact Cologne Academy Director, in writing, to request early admission for their child. 

2. Child must have completed an early childhood screening and provide documentation and results to the school in their written request.

3. Those children who perform well during the screening procedure will be recommended for an individual psychological assessment to be performed by a licensed psychologist. Parents will be responsible for the cost of the individual psychological assessment. 

4. Upon completion of the individual psychological evaluation the psychologist will provide a summary of the intellectual, academic and social-emotional findings with a recommendation to the Director who will determine if the child meets the district criteria, make a decision for or against early admission and notify parents of the decision.

C. Decision Making

1. Parents will be asked to provide information about their child’s unique learning characteristics as it applies to early admission.

2. Recommendation – Psychologist

3. Decision – Director
